However, last year Presbyterians in Canada supported innovative projects around world through PWS&D, working in long-term community development and emergency relief… and change is happening!

Together with international partners, we are making a meaningful difference in the lives of those living in poverty and turmoil. By responding generously to disasters, teaching improved agricultural practices, getting kids into school, improving access to clean water, supporting small business and providing new opportunities, together we are breaking chains of poverty and building hope for tomorrow.

PWS&D Around the World: Our Church in Action
SUDAN

Working in partnership with Canadian Foodgrains Bank, PWS&D is supporting vulnerable people through a project dedicated to improving food security through training in agriculture, school feedings, food-for-work initiatives and community organization.

NICARAGUA

Children suffering from or at risk of abuse and mistreatment can find safety and security at the Casa de las Niñas shelter. Psychologists work with victims and the wider community to overcome problems and raise awareness of risk and protection factors. Staff members work closely with local authorities to bring justice and healing. In rural areas, a food security program is helping ensure nutritious food is available year-round.

GHANA

For those who are visually impaired, deaf, physically disabled or epileptic, the PWS&D-supported Garu Centre provides a place of safety, security and opportunity with the goal of assisting people to participate fully in society. Last year, over 1,000 “differently-abled” people took part, learning how to improve agriculture production, access seeds and learn new skills in order to successfully meet their own basic needs.

ETHIOPIA

In order to overcome chronic food shortages, PWS&D is working through the ACT Alliance to teach improved agricultural practices, boost household income, establish food-for-work initiatives and promote community mobilization.

HAITI

Canadians rallied to help the millions of people affected by the devastating earthquake. Funds to PWS&D are providing transitional housing, food, clean water, healthcare, seeds, tools, schools, income generating initiatives and psychosocial programs.
MOZAMBIQUE

The Caixa Nampula savings and credit union for low-income women is an innovative program working at a grassroots level to build the capacity of Mozambican civil society. Through micro-credit initiatives, women are taking on small businesses to earn money, while also receiving skills and healthcare training. Now working in three locations, over 3,400 women are accessing savings and credit services.

PAKISTAN

Helping people have sufficient food and better cope with droughts through increased agricultural production, including livestock, is at the heart of PWS&D’s work in Pakistan. Working with marginalized rural communities, projects focus on

improving literacy and providing training and resources to start small businesses for additional household income. For victims of the massive floods, PWS&D continues to provide support with food, shelter, healthcare and rebuilding.

TAIWAN

Typhoon Morakot caused widespread loss of life, flooding and killed livestock. Working through the Presbyterian Church in Taiwan, PWS&D provided emergency assistance and is helping communities rebuild homes.

NEPAL

Newborn children suffering from acute malnourishment find hope and healing at the Jumla Clinic in northwest Nepal. The hospital serves 100,000 people in one of the poorest regions of the country, helping to treat severe undernourishment and provide essential healthcare education in rural areas.

“A Change In Our Lives”

When a severe food crisis hit Wukji’s village in rural Pakistan, rising food prices and water shortages made it extremely difficult for him to feed his family, even despite pulling his son from school to save money. However, through a PWS&D program in his area, Wukji received high-quality drought-resistant seeds and learned how to make organic fertilizer to help him grow more food.

“We have seen a change in our lives (since joining the program),” Wukji says with joy and gratitude. “Farmers in my village have increased their yield. Prices are indeed rising but we are saving money now.”

Within one year, Wukji’s family had enough food to eat, he purchased two goats to increase his income and happily enrolled his son back in school. Wukji and other families in his community are not only improving their ability to overcome food shortages and rising costs but to have long-term solutions for the future.
