With school now in session, church programs back in full swing and people returning to their regular routines, our pews will be fuller than they have been in the last few months. In all the excitement, it can be easy to miss opportunities to welcome newcomers and invite them into the community life of the church.  

One simple way to ensure that people who visit or begin attending your church know how to connect with the congregation beyond Sunday mornings is to create an invitational flyer to give out.  In creating this flyer, treat it as if it were an invitation to a party.  Include the necessary information, but make it fun and inviting by using colour, images, and welcoming language.

Once you have created your invitational flyer, don’t just leave it sitting on a table at the back of the church or wait for the minister or elder to give it out. If you see someone who is new, go talk to them, tell them about why you love your church,  and give them a flyer!
