Treaty on the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons

The threat of nuclear war is corrosive to any vision of a world at peace. Today,
there are over 17,000 nuclear weapons in the world. Roughly 90% are held by
Russia and the United States. China, France, the United Kingdom, India,

Pakistan, Israel and North Korea all have some form of nuclear capabilities.

In July 2017, 122 countries adopted the Treaty on the Prohibition of Nuclear
Weapons (the Ban Treaty) that prohibits the development, testing, production,
manufacturing and possession of nuclear weapons.

'The Moderator of the PCC wrote to the Government of
Canada urging that it adopt and ratify the Treaty on the
rohibition of Nuclear Weapons.

'The Moderator also wrote to the International Campaign to
Abolish Nuclear Weapons (ICAN) and church partner
Project Ploughshares in recognition of their support of the
Ban Treaty. ICAN was awarded the 2017 Nobel Peace Prize
for its Ban Treaty work.
