Which place and time Ministers and Ruling Elders, Commissioners from
the several Presbyteries of The Presbyterian Church in Canada, convened
pursuant to appointment of the General Assembly held in the City of Toronto,
Ontario on the seventh day of June last year.

The Reverend Robert L. Taylor, B.A., D.D., Moderator of the last General
Assembly, assisted by the Reverend Dr. Wm. Fitch, conducted public worship
and preached a sermon from the words: “He that glorieth, let him glory in the
Lord”. 2 Corinthians 10:17.

Thereafter, with prayer, he did constitute the General Assembly in the name
of the Lord Jesus Christ, the only King and Head of the Church.

He spoke of the great and
noble place the Presbyterian Church has taken in the world. The Church
presents hope to the world in Him Who is the Way, the Truth and the Life.

The Moderator thanked His Honour for his presence and his message.

Note: Attention is drawn to the following regulation adopted by the General
Assembly of 1953:
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“The status of a catechist must not be understood as a step toward
ultimate ordination. The recognition of this office is considered to be
desirable only in order that opportunity for full-time service may be
provided for men with preaching and pastoral gifts and who are
willing to give themselves to this work, but who may not be able to
meet the educational requirements for the ministry, and also to

enable the Church to profit by the service which such men can
render.” (A. & P. 1953, p. 22).

A comprehensive report has been received from the Rev. John A.

During the past year forty students have been in residence, twenty-
seven being Presbyterian.

A close relationship is maintained through the Inter-Residence Council,
the University Religious Council and courses offered by the Dean in
the Extension Department of the University. The facilities of the Hall
have been used extensively by Presbyterian organizations and by
University religious groups.

The Hall has a Library to which about one hundred books were added
during the past year. Cataloguing is now in process. A Sunday School
is operated, primarily for children of students and faculty members.
Pre-theological students and some others receive training and practice
in relation to the work of pulpit supply.

This day, when the pressure of other ideologies is being felt so severely,
becomes the Church’s opportunity to present the Gospel to this age.

REv. J. C. CoOPER

During the absence of Dr. J. A. Munro for the latter part of 1961 and
the early months of 1962, Mr. Cooper carried on the work of the Home

Missions. Dr. MacKay paid a deservedly high tribute to Mr. Cooper’s leader-
ship.

Mr. Cooper presented a bird’s eye view of the work of Missions in Canada.
Ministers have refused increases in stipend in order that their congregations
might become self-supporting and under such leadership these congregations
have prospered spiritually and materially. He spoke about the work among

new Canadians and very old Canadians and the need of Christ’s message to
one and all.

Dr. J. A. MuNRO

Dr. Munro expressed his thanks for the privilege of eight month’s freedom
from leadership in Home Missions to devote himself to academic study and
the study of the Churches of Britain and the continent of Europe. He referred
to the minister of St. Luc Church in Montreal, a hero of Dieppe, who is
giving his life to work in The Presbyterian Church in Canada out of gratitude
for what Canada has done for France. We have a duty to the French of
Canada to proclaim the Word of Life. When young ministers graduate from
their theological college they must be sure that they have the living message
of the living Christ and that they are able to proclaim this message in this age

among the girls and boys, young people and all in a way that can be under-
stood.

With permission of Assembly, and at the request of Dr. MacKay, Mr.
Cheng was heard in commendation of Mr. Dickson and concerning the Formosan
work.
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CitaTiOoN TO DR. H. A. MACMILLAN

Dr. Hugh A. MacMillan was presented with a Citation, which was received
by himself and Mrs. MacMillan.

Recommendation 10.

The following motion by Dr. A. L. MacKay, duly seconded, was heartily
passed by Assembly:

“We take this opportunity to honour Dr. Hugh A. MacMillan on the com-
pletion of thirty-eight years of missionary service under the Presbyterian Church
in Canada, and to pay tribute to his zeal and vision and manifest achievements
in the work of the Kingdom in Formosa. We give thanks to God for the long
and distinguished record of this faithful servant of the Church.

“Dr. and Mrs. MacMillan went to Formosa first in 1924; over the years
Dr. MacMillan worked consistently toward developing and establishing the
Formosan Church, and has given outstanding leadership in the formation of the
General Assembly of the Presbyterian Church of Formosa. Always, however,
he has kept in the background, working with his Formosan colleagues with deep
humility and devotion, for whom he was always a visible link, not only with the
Canadian Church but with the broader stream of the ecumenical movement.

“In the course of his varied and fruitful career, Dr. MacMillan has served
successively as a teacher of the Tam Kang High School, Principal of the
Theological College, Associate General Secretary of the General Assembly,
Principal of the Presbyterian Bible School, member of the Board of Governors
of Tunghai University, Founder of the Taiwan Leprosy Relief Association,
member of the Board of Mackay Memorial Hospital and Moderator of the
North Synod of the Presbyterian Church of Formosa. Throughout his lifetime
Dr. MacMillan has maintained a remarkable freshness of spirit and youthfulness
of outlook which perhaps accounts for his life-long interest and effectiveness
in Young People’s work, both in the Church and in the YMCA.

“From the earliest days of his ministry, he devoted himself to language
study in which he achieved unusual proficiency. This, together with his
Sympathetic understanding of the deeper needs and aspirations of the people,
has won the affection and confidence of his Formosan friends and colleagues.

“In all his work Dr. MacMillan has been ably supported and assisted by
his wife who has had no less a distinguished career than her husband. Besides
managing a well-run home, rearing a fine family, she had engaged in a wide
Tange of activities, especially as a nurse in the Mackay Memorial Hospital and
In the Social Welfare Department, in Chinese women’s work and in girls’ work.

“We record our gratitude for the Christian example and missionary spirit
so faithfully expressed by Dr. and Mrs. MacMillan throughout their long years

of service and wish them God’s richest blessings in the years of their
retirement.”

At the request of Dr. MacKay, Dr. E. H. Johnson addressed Assembly on
the subject “This Moment in Overseas Missions”.

He emphasized the nature of the fast-moving East, its questioning moods,
and the opportunity of giving the Christian answer.
